FFLP JOURNEY
Having started with an empty garden area we hatched five ducklings which were transferred into the area once a pond had been created.  Soon to follow were 12 rescue hens (Rhode Island Reds) who provide a good supply of eggs which are sold to staff.  The garden area has grown with a polytunnel and raised beds and fruit and vegetables grown on the site are sold to staff and visitors.  Herbs are grown in the Food Technology room and outside for use in cooking lessons and in the kitchen.

Using a generous donation from FFLP and the PTFA we are increasing the size of the garden area which will be split into four sections – one for each of the College houses to create competitiveness between houses in growing flowers and vegetables.  Each season students will be advised of the theme to be followed.

Local senior citizens have been invited to college on two occasions to enjoy a cooked lunch, using locally sourced produce, and hopefully this will continue.  We are hoping that some members of the local community will come along and help in the garden areas.

Students are regularly given updates and information on the FFLP programme and have responded positively with help and ideas.

Students and staff at King Edwards thoroughly enjoy sharing knowledge and experience, both of which will follow students into their adult life.
