A recent subject survey inspection in modern languages at King Edward VI Humanities College in Spilsby  supported the new GCSE curriculum designed for more able students in the grammar streams. The Inspector spoke positively about the good teaching in languages, stating that teachers, 'enthuse students with appropriate challenge and high expectations. They use the language being studied to manage lessons and present a good model of spoken language for their students to emulate' Comment was made about student enjoyment of lessons and their level of positive engagement with their teachers. Students were noted to behave well with more able students demonstrating a good grasp of grammar and a good ability to apply this knowledge to write and speak creatively.
Provision for Modern Languages at King Edwards will be enhanced through the new academies programme with the David Ross Educational Trust in the new year when there will be greater opportunities for student exchanges, additional language support and a greater variety of languages studied.
