They
asked pertinent questions about Islam and the misconceptions that have occurred regarding Is-
lam following September 11" 2001, before being shown the area for wudu (washing) and the
teaching rooms. The Imam very kindly gave students a drink and crisps before we moved across

to the Cathedral.

At the Cathedral, students were awed by the height and beauty of this ancient building and were
impressed to see the resting places of two queens of England. They enjoyed learning about the
symbolic artefacts within the Cathedral and why a it is so named. As they left, a nativity was tak-

Throughout her recuperation, Starr became involved in fundraising for other cancer sufferers
and has raised large amounts for Cancer Research UK, CLIC Sergeant and Wish Upon a
Star.
