College situated in the rural market town of Spilshy
with an intake limit of 84 for each year group.
Bi-lateral means that we are a combined grammar
and secondary school. Students are organised into
groups of similar ability taking into account their
11+ result and recommendations received from
Primary Headteachers. Our most able students
achieve the highest academic standards in the

best grammar school tradition.

The college caters for the whole ability range and
offers a full range of curriculum opportunities in
modern purpose built facilities.

The college enjoys a sports hall facility which is
shared with our near neighbours, the Lady Jane
Franklin School. Our successful bid to become

a specialist Humanities College has resulted in
refurbished facilities, much improved ICT provision
and a media centre for the local community.

From September 2008 the college will be offering
post 16 provision in Business Studies and PE in
association with Boston and Riseholme College.
Therefore students will be able to stay on site from
11 - 18. Our recent awards include Healthy Schools
Clean Air, Basic Skills Quality Mark, Financial
Management in Secondary Schools and Football

As a specialist Humanities College we have worked
with the local community groups such as Snipe
Dales Nature Trust, The History Society, Spilsby
Town Council, local primary schools and local
businesses.

e Students have worked in primary schools
assisting with Story Sack reading schemes,
supporting master classes in History, Geography
and Art and researching oral history for senior
residents. The college offers ICT facilities to the
community through the Media Centre and the
use of the college hall to dance and theatre
groups who make good use of the enhanced
sound and lighting features available.

e Students have established written contacts with
an international school which will provide an
extra global dimension to the work in college.

e In September 2008 we will add a Rural
Dimension to our specialism through our work
involving education for sustainable education,
woodland and nature conservation schemes and
our developing work with Riseholme Agricultural
College Students already access facilities at
Riseholme and have developed a college
allotment area for local use.

Teaching & Learning

KKey Stage 3 - Years 7 to 9

The curriculum for Key Stage 3 students includes
Art, Drama, English, French, Geography, History,
ICT, Mathematics, Music, PE (Physical Education),
PSWB (Personal, Social & Economic Wellbeing),
RE (Religious Education), Science and Technology,
which includes Resistant Materials and Food
Technology.

Key Stage 4 - Years 10 and 11

The curriculum for Key Stage 4 includes GCSEs

in English, English Literature, Mathematics, Double
Science, Citizenship, Electronics, Expressive Arts,
French, Media, RE (Religious Education), plus PE
(Physical Education). All students have the choice
of a vocational pathway, with a range of subjects
including Hospitality and Tourism, Business
Studies, Performing Arts and Health & Social Care.
From September 2009 the college will be offered

a Land Based Environment Diploma in partnership
with Riseholme College In Lincoln.

The college operates a grammar stream for more
able students and there is an Able Child Policy

in place at the college to ensure that all staff
understand the demands of individuals and monitor
their progress to ensure that they achieve their
potential. Students benefit from additional teaching
in small groups and follow activities in various areas
of the curriculum, in addition to specialist teaching
in drugs education, youth and careers guidance.

Key Stage 5 - Years 12 and 13

Students follow BTEC National or First
Diplomas in Business Studies with the addition
of a qualification in PE. Students access facilities
at Boston College through a taught course on
Tuesdays and spend time each year on a work
related placement.

Sex Education

The Governors have determined that sex education
should form part of the moral curricula of the
college and will be delivered within the guidelines
as set out by them.

The human body and its functions form part of
our Science Curriculum in Year 7-11 with
materials and topics geared to increasing the
maturity of the students. Sex Education and Health
Education also form part of our Personal & Social
Education Programme where such matters are
dealt with in the context of human relationships.
Parents do have the right to withdraw their
children from all or part of the Sex Education
provided, except that which is required as part of
the National Curriculum in Science. If any parent
wishes to exercise that right he/she should contact
the Headteacher.

Homework

A homework timetable is issued to all students

and homework details are entered in each student’s
College Planner. Homework is normally produced
at home although students can attend homework
clubs at school.

Parents are requested to check their child’s College
Planner each night to ensure that homework is
completed. By checking the planner, parents are
kept up-to-date with information regarding their
child in connection with work set, targets etc.
Parents are also be able to check all homework set
by using the college website.

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ear 9 students; succeeded as County Champions
in an Education Business Partnershiip Challenge
last week. Their task was to work Hill Holt Wood,
an environmental social enterprise dedicated to
promoting sustainability; ecological, social and
economic. Hill Holy Wood is a living wood with
the founders living on site. The wood is used
extensively by the local community and hosts
a variety of social and educational activities.
The challenge was for students to design an
eco-village of the future, to house up to 500
people. Students had to produce a development
plan for the community, investigate sustainable
strategies; including planning controls, recycling,
reusing and repairing and finally give a summary
explaining how human activity can affect the
environment including a recognition of what is
not sustainable.

All entries were judges by staff at Hill Holt Wood
and students were invited to attend an Awards
Dinner on 28th April at Stoke Rochford. Students
were delighted with their success and are seen
here with their certificates and trophies.

Careers Information,
Advice & Guidance

There is a full careers education and guidance
programme during Years 9, 10 and 11. All students
have two weeks work experience in Year 10 and
numerous opportunities to participate in work
related activities. A comprehensive careers library
is situated in the college to assist students in
making their choices.

We have close links with the careers service who
come into college to conduct whole group sessions
with Year 10 students and individual interviews with
Year 11 students. Students with special educational
needs are interviewed regularly and offered special
help and guidance in careers education.

Special Needs

It is estimated that many students experience
learning difficulties at some point during their
education. We believe that there are considerable
benefits for all students to be derived from catering
for those with special educational needs within the
mainstream class. Some students however, require
more specialised teaching at times which can be
better provided within an individual or small group
situation away from the main classroom.

Provision for Special
Educational Needs

All staff share responsibility for students with
special needs in their classes - including those with
a significantly greater learning difficulty than their
peers and more able students. Individual subject
teachers will usually provide the support required
for both the more and less able students - largely
by provision of differentiated material. Teaching
Assistants provide in-class support and small
group work in consultation with class teachers

and the SENCO. Priority is given to students with
Statements and those at College Action Plus level
of support. The college has considerable experience
and expertise in teaching children with learning
difficulties. The college also has a variety of
materials and equipment appropriate for the

range of special needs experienced by our students.
The Dyslexia Institute has a base in the college,
supported by trained staff on a weekly basis.

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| Identification & Assessment

On entry to the college students’ needs are identified
through medical reports, previous school records
and through personal contact with parents and
previous teachers. All students are monitored
according to the Special Educational Needs Code
of Practice. A summer school takes place during
August to allow transferring students to meet

staff and become accustomed to new work spaces
and friends.

Disability provision

All parts of the college are accessible for wheelchairs,
whether this be through the use of ramps or lift.
The upper floors of both buildings are accessed
through an operator lift and stairs on the first floor
are accessed through the use of a stair lift. Colour
is used to differentiate floor and wall boundaries
and emergency lighting used to support those with
partial hearing in the case of a fire alarm sounding.
The college hall is to be fitted with a hearing loop.
Additional assistance may be sought from the
college office upon arrival at the college.
