ENQUIRIES ABOUT RESULTS POLICY
Centre staff and candidates are made aware that if there are any reasons to believe that there has been an error in marking they an enquiry about results can be lodged.
If a result is queried the Head of Department and/or Head of Centre will investigate the feasibility of requesting a re-mark at the centre’s expense.

If the centre  does not agree with the enquiries process, the candidate independently can apply to have an enquiry carried out.   If the candidate requests an enquiry about results they will be charged the applicable rates set by the Awarding Bodes at the time. If a Head of Department wishes to enquire about a candidate’s marks then the department will bear the cost. In all cases it must be explained to the candidate that marks may stay the same or go up, but they could also go down.

A signed consent form must be supplied before any application is made for any enquiry about results.
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
